The Helsinki Consultation is a groundbreaking collaboration which
brings together respected scholars — all of them Jewish — from a
wide range of Jesus-believing traditions. It includes some of the
leading thinkers in the Messianic Jewish world; the Latin Patriar-
chal Vicar for Hebrew-speaking Catholics in Israel and several
brilliant researchers from the Russian Orthodox Church and the
Lutheran world.
